Tuesday, February 23, 2010 - Depart Los
Angeles, USA

Wednesday, February 24 — En route to
Auckland

As we cross the International Date Line we lose a day
travelling “Down-Under”

Thursday, February 25 — Arrive Auckland D
Welcome to New Zealand! Early morning meet and
greet on arrival at Auckland International Airport by
your Tour Manager/Driver. You will be transferred to
your hotel where rooms have been reserved overnight for
your early check in.

After, we take a tour of Dunedin
Botanical Gardens before visiting the historic Olveston
House.

Wednesday, March 3 — Dunedin to
Queenstown B, D
This morning we depart Dunedin traveling to the
incredible private garden, Maple Glen Garden. We then
traverse across the south island to Queenstown and our
accommodation.

Thursday, March 4 — Queenstown to
Doubtful Sound B.D
Today we have a longer journey into the mountains
for our overnight cruise of Doubtful Sound deep in
Fjordland National Park. Experience the “Sound of
Silence” when the vessels engines are turned off for the
night in a remote bay deep in the wilderness. We will
have the opportunity to kayak — so plan to dress warm
for this excursion. It is an unforgettable experience that
previous tour participants always claim as absolutely
breathtaking and a lifetime memory!!

Friday, March 5 — Queenstown B
